Distance: 6km/3.7mi; 2h50min

Grade: moderate to strenuous for less experienced walkers, quite
easy for fit ramblers. A short but steep ascent midway. Not
recommended in wet weather.

Equipment: sturdy shoes, sunhat, suncream, long-sleeved shirt,
long trousers, cardigan, rainwear, bathing suit, picnic, water

How to get there: 4 to Gaios

To return: & from Loggos

Short walks

1 Gaios — Kaki Lagada Beach — Fontana/Platanos: 50min;
grade and access as above. A lovely beach and an uphill scramble.
Follow the main walk to Fontana/Platanos, then return by &R.

2 Loggos — Levrechio Beach — Marmari Beach — Kipos Beach:
30min return; easy, but along roughish paths; & to and from
Loggos. Use the map to reach these beaches; the route is
straightforward.

his hike takes you to the picturesque fishing
village of Loggos, shown on pages 4-5 and 43.
Along the walk you dip down into enticing little
coves, sampling them as you go, and climb out again,
weaving your way through thickets of cypress trees.
To start the walk, leave Gaios along the HARBOUR-
SIDE ROAD to the New Port, with moored boats and
yachts lining the route. Where the road swings inland
towards Platanos, Magazia and Loggos (25min), take
the wide descending road turning off right. A tangle of
scrub and trees covers the sea-slopes. Epirus lies over
to your right, and up ahead the bright
limestone cliffs of Cape Asprokavos (the
setting for Walk 20 in Landscapes of Corfu)
glare across at you. Reaching the coast in
five minutes, you pass little Kioni Gouli
Beach, overlooked by the Anessa Apart-
ments. Next you pass Kamini Beach,
shingly and clean, with a small parking
area behind it. Then, 15 minutes after the
turning, Kaki Lagada Beach (40min) comes
into view. Reach it by a wooden staircase
or continue along the road and follow a
track down to the beach, where there are
stone tables with seats and plenty of shade.

Kipiadi Beach seen through cypress trees. This
bright-white beach lights up the entire landscape.
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Villa Delphini sits above the northern end of this quiet
beach, which everyone seems to ignore.

To continue the walk, go up the remains of a
concrete ramp leading to ViLLA DeLpHINI and turn left
up a steep, rocky and overgrown path, keeping close
to the garden wall. You’ll need your long sleeves and
trousers here. There is another wall, topped with
concrete posts, on your left. After several minutes’
scramble, you emerge on the villa‘s concrete drive,
with its gated entrance beside you. Follow the drive
uphill. From now on you can enjoy the superb view
of the west coast and the mainland.

A steep climb now takes you up through tall dark
green spires of cypress. Turn left at the T-junction five
minutes uphill. Entering cool olive groves, the way
eases out. Ignore the track joining from the left. About
15 minutes from Villa Delphini, on the outskirts of
Fontana/Platanos (1h), leave the concrete road and
turn right on a farm track. Ahead of you there is a large
stone house on the left, with terracotta pots sitting on
the boundary wall. In five minutes you pass an inland
boatyard on the left and reach a tarmac lane (where a
small cHURCH stands 100m/yds along another lane to
your right). Continue straight ahead along this lane, to
join the main Fontana/Platanos— Loggos road after
five minutes. Turn right along this smooth stretch of
tarmac, where there is little traffic. (Or turn left to end
Short walk 1 with a cooling drink in one of the bars).

Heading towards Loggos, you soon pass a blue and
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white sHRINE on the left. Then walk past Villa Anthea
(also on the left). About 10 minutes along the road
you pass a concrete lane on the left, signposted to
ZERNATIKA.* Then, about a mile from Fontana/
Platanos, the road turns sharply downhill to the right,
with a side-road on the left leading to KANGATIKA.
Attention! Just 20m/yds below this bend you can take
an interesting short-cut. Step over a WATER PIPE On the
right and you will find a narrow, almost-hidden path.
This drops down from the main road to join an old
BRITISH MILITARY ROAD, with finely engineered stone
retaining walls. After a couple of zigzags, rejoin the
main road and follow it downhill until it swings hard
left. At this bend there are several villa signs, a tarmac
road, and two concrete lanes on the right. Turn right
along the tarmac road, passing the village sterna (water
tank) behind a wall on the left, with a chapel beyond
it. Just past a house on the right, at a crossroads, turn
right for Kipiabi BeacH. Follow the concrete lane
downhill, ignoring side-turnings. When the concrete
ends, continue down for 100m/yds, then turn sharp
right on a stony track through olive and cypress trees
to the coastal maquis behind Kipiadi. Five minutes
along, turn left on a narrow path at the corner of a
wall. Kipiadi Beach (1h50min) itself is rather a dis-
appointment (unless a storm chances to clean it up),
but there are plenty of beautiful coves ahead.

Return uphill to the crossroads and turn right, now
heading towards Loggos. After a pleasant easy stroll
you pass VILLA CHRrissA. About 60m/yds beyond Villa
Chrissa, directly opposite a house (under construction
at time of writing), descend a path on the left.** You
soon pass through a cool thicket of trees. Drop down
some steps, ignore turnings to the right, and continue
downbhill to the left as the path rounds the shoulder of
the hill. At the bottom you reach the tiny hamlet of

*You could take a short, extremely pleasant detour here, following
the route of Walk 3 through Zernatika and Kangatika. Ascend this
lane and pick up the notes for Walk 3 at the top of page 39. Follow
this diversion to the cottage with steps leading down to the road
and then turn right, back to the Loggos road.

**QOr first make another detour — to Kipos Beach, another tourist-
brochure cove: continue down the concrete lane and, when you
reach a garden wall ahead, bear right alongside it, following a stony
track to ViLLA PAaNoramA. The track ends here, but a path drops
steeply down to Kipos Beach, setting for Picnic 4, less than 10
minutes from Villa Chrissa.)
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Marmari. With the entrance to MarRMARI STONE HOUSE
on your left, turn right along another stony path
beside a garden wall. In two minutes you’re at
Marmari Beach — secluded, quiet, and shady. From
here return to Marmari Stone House and turn right
along a track, to reach Levrechio Beach in a minute.
This cove is more popular than the others along the
walk ... because Loggos is just around the corner. A
few modest villas overlook this stony beach.

To make for Loggos, take the concrete lane out and
turn right when you meet the road. Stone steps on the
right lead down to a rocky bathing platform at the
water’s edge. A couple of minutes down you’re in the
friendly seaside village of Loggos (2h50min). The
waterfront bar is the perfect place to put your feet up
— you won't find a friendlier bar anywhere.

Accommodation on Paxos is chiefly in villas. Some are extremely
luxurious and in secluded surroundings; others, like bright-white
‘Marika’ here at the port in Loggos afford a taste of Greek life right
in the heart of a small community.
